
Year 6   Focus: Time Zones and Deserts


I can use the index in an atlas to find places and use 6 figure references. E.g. 235392


I can use maps to investigate a Global topic e.g. Which countries are most crowded/ richest/healthiest/have most natural resources, etc?


I can name, locate and describe the largest deserts in the world.


I know how time zones work and calculate time differences around the world.


I can read and create simple maps using basic ordnance survey symbols.


I can observe, measure, record and present data about human and physical characteristics of the local area .e.g. Is Colchester expanding? Is it a good place for children to live? What is our air quality like?


I can collect and accurately measure rainfall, temperature and wind speed and direction.





 





Year 2   Focus:  West Indies and UK


I can use the directional vocabulary North, South, West, East.


I can name the capital cities of England, Wales, Scotland and Northern Ireland.


I can name the seas surrounding the UK and locate them on a map.


I know about the facilities that a village, town and city has.


I can describe the key features of a place from a picture, using geographical words like: beach, coast, forest, hill, mountain, ocean, valley, port, harbour


I can say what I like or do not like  about a place that is different to the place I live in. e.g. London, Clacton –On- Sea, West Indies


I can describe a place outside Europe using geographical words e.g.  mountain, river, desert, lake,


I know how weather, jobs, and food etc. may be different in other locations.








 








Year 1   Focus:  UK and Kenya


I can create a map by drawing round the base of 3D objects and adding roads and railways to link them.


I know where I live and can say my address.


I know what I like and what I do not like about the place I live.


I can look at a simple map of my area/school and follow a route.


I know the names of the four countries in the United Kingdom and locate them on a map.


I can keep a weather chart, answer questions about the weather, know it changes throughout the year and name the seasons.


I can find the equator, North and South Pole on a globe and atlas and talk about the weather there.


I know about some of the main things that are in hot and cold places e.g different clothing, homes

Year 4   Focus:  Norway, Amazon Rainforest, UK


I know the location of least 6 cities in the UK on a map and know at least 3 facts about each one.


I know how to plan a journey from my town to a city in England.


I can name 3 other counties close to Essex.


I know about, name and locate some of the main islands that surround the UK.


I know the difference between the British Isles, Great Britain and the United Kingdom.


I know how to read a map using ordnance survey symbols and a key. 


I can use four  point grid references to locate points on a map.e.g.3645


I can use geographical words to compare forests in UK, Norway and Amazon Rainforest. e.g. location, landscape, climate, wildlife, population, deforestation, species, tropical








 





Year 5   Focus: Japan and  Europe


I know the countries that make up the European Union.


I can name and locate the capital cities of neighbouring  European countries .


I can name and locate 6 of the world’s famous rivers and understand why cities are built next to them.


I know about the course of a River and understand these features: source, stream, meander, flood plain, mouth, tributary, estuary, erosion , deposition


I can name and locate some of the world’s famous volcanoes.


I can describe the key aspects of volcanoes and explain these things: lava, magma, aftershock, fault, epicentre


I can describe the key aspects of earthquakes and explain what plate tectonics are.


I can understand the effects of Climate Change and why people seek to stop it.





 





Year 3   Focus: France, USA, UK


I can name and locate the 7 continents and 5 oceans of the world.


I know the name of a number of countries in the North and South America.


I can use the 8 points of a compass.


I can keep a weather record and notice the differences   between North and South locations in Europe.


I can use 4 figure grid references to find places on a map e.g. 2634


I know the capital cities of at least 6 European countries and explain why people want to live in a city.


I know the difference between aerial view and street view and can create a simple map of a familiar area using symbols and a key.


I can describe geographical things that are the same and different about the UK, France and the USA e.g. Population, Climate, Language, Currency
